Washtenaw Technical Middle College (WTMC) is a Michigan Public School Academy
chartered by and located on the campus of Washtenaw Community College (WCC). WTMC

WTMC students jointly enroll as full time students at WCC, and are required to meet
all pre-requisites, requirements and conditions of Washtenaw Community College stu-
dents. WTMC students graduate with a high school diploma and a certificate and/or
an associate degree from WCC.

The WTMC Program

WTMC is a skill based, as opposed to a credit based, educational program. Rather than
merely accumulating high school credits, WTMC students acquire and demonstrate
hard (academic) and soft (life management) skills. WTMC students must complete
WTMC college preparatory courses in English, mathematics, critical thinking, and sci-
ence with a minimum grade of ‘B’ and demonstrate college ready habits of the mind in
all classes prior to transitioning into the college portion of the program. Students are
then required to complete 100 level college classes in the core subjects listed below.
